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from the world all its sufferings. Thus the
Mission of the Messiah is fulfilled – he truly
is the Saviour of the world. To the wonder
of the people, he is miraculously Resurrected,
and his teachings enter all the lands. The
world rejoices with the magnificent chorus
‘Hallelujah’, which means ‘praise be to God’.
The promise is fulfilled – this fulfilment is
the message of Part II of Handel’s Messiah.

With the Hallelujah Chorus, the drama
of Messiah has come to an end. The third
and final part of Handel’s Messiah is a
triumphant celebration – a celebration that
the Messiah’s gift of peace will conquer all
the earth. His gift is greater than pain,
greater than death, greater than any suffering.
“If God is for us, who can be against us?”
says St Paul. The message of everlasting peace
– the central message of the whole work –
is jubilantly delivered in Part III of Handel’s
Messiah.

Recognising the profound effect that
Messiah and its message would have on his
audience, Handel dedicated its use to charity.
For the rest of his life, he continued to perform
Messiah to benefit the needy. The Foundling
Hospital in London, Handel’s favourite charity,
still owns to this day a copy of the music
that he left them in his will. “Messiah,” as
one of Handel’s contemporaries put it, “has
fed the hungry and fostered the orphan.” 
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On a Tuesday afternoon in Dublin in
the spring of 1742, an audience of

prominent ladies and gentlemen attended 
a special concert – special, they thought,
because it was to benefit a local hospital.
But the audience could not have known the
full significance of this concert: they were
about to witness the first performance of a
tremendous musical masterpiece.

Since that first performance, Messiah,
by George Frideric Handel, has become a
cornerstone of classical music. Not a year
has gone by since that spring of 1742
without Messiah being performed, and to
an ever-growing number of admirers. It is
held in awe, respected, and prized by all
who love music. Today, thousands gather every
Christmas to sing and experience it, and its
most famous moment, the Hallelujah Chorus,
has become an expression of rejoicing the
world over.

Messiah is a richly complex work, full
of symbols and allusions, yet transparent
and simple in its central message of eternal
comfort. It is possibly the greatest story ever
told: the story of how God so loved the world
that he sent a Saviour, a Messiah, to bring
everlasting peace.

The greatness of Messiah begins with
the words it contains, because the words are
from no ordinary source. For learned people

around the world, regardless of their faith,
the Bible remains an extraordinary piece of
literature. Almost every word in Messiah
is taken from the Bible, fashioned into a
sacred drama. As befitted this unique subject,
Handel set these words to his most inspired
and exultant music. Like an opera, the drama
of Messiah unfolds through music as sung
by a cast of solo voices and a chorus. Unlike
an opera, however, the singers are not
characters, but messengers representing 
the words of the prophets, saints and other
extraordinary people in the telling of this
remarkable story.

Messiah begins with a promise: the
promise that one day, the people of the
world will be saved from their sufferings.
“Take comfort, my people,” says that prophet
Isaiah, for a Saviour will come. And at the
first Christmas, this prophecy comes true:
the Saviour is born. All nature rejoices.
“Come unto him,” says St Matthew, “and
he will give you peace.” This promise is the
message of Part I of Messiah.

As the Messiah begins his teachings on
earth, he is met with resistance. The people
had expected the Messiah to be a mighty
military leader, not the humble son of a
carpenter. And so in their prejudice and
rejection, they crucify him. But as the Messiah
sacrifices himself on the Cross, he takes
